Eligibility
You must be 18 years or older to enter a photo for this contest. Each
participant may enter up to three (3) images.

Submitting Digital Images

Images should be submitted in JPG or TIFF format. File should be cropped so
scale image will fit 8 x 10 inches when printed and must be less than 1 Meg
per image. Images may be in color, black and white, sepia tone, or duotone.

Digital images may be emailed to curator@eaglehistoricalsociety.org along
with signed entry form (available at EHS website).

Image Modifications:

e No borders or frames may be added to images.

o No watermarks, signatures, or copyright notices may be added
to images. All winning images will be displayed with the
photographer's name.

« Panoramic photos are not eligible.

¢ Image adjustments are allowed but adding or replacing elements in
an image is not permitted.

Submitting Prints

Prints must be 8 x 10 inches (8 2 x 11 paper). Do not send negatives. Attach a
label to the back of each print with your name, address and phone number.
Do not write on the photo itself. If submitting multiple entries, number each
print to match a corresponding entry form. Be sure to sign the contest Entry
Form (available online or at the Museum). Prints will not be returned. Prints
& entry forms may be dropped off at either the Eagle Historical Society or
the Alice Baker Library during normal business hours. They may also be
mailed to:

Judging

Entries will be judged by a panel of judges based on the following criteria:
visual impact, artistic composition and photographic quality. A final cut of
20 photos will be on display at the Museum where the public is invited to
stop in and vote for their favorite photo during regular business hours
beginning Friday September 17, 2010 until Saturday October 2, 2010. The
judges’ picks are final and winners will be announced at our Open House to
be held Sunday October 3, 2010. You need not be present to win.

Winners

Winners will be notified promptly by email or phone. Winning photos will
be published in the Eagle Historical Society Newsletter and posted on our
web site at www.eaglehistoricalsociety.org

First Place winner will receive a ribbon and $100.
Second Place winner will receive a ribbon and $50.
Third Place winner will receive a ribbon and $25.
Public Favorite will receive a ribbon and certificate.

The wining images will be on display at the Eagle Historical Society
Museum. All prints and images will become part of a collection of the
historic record documenting the Eagle tornado of June 21, 2010.
